Resolution

WHEREAS, the Safe, Accountable, Flexible, Efficient Transportation Equity Act: A
Legacy for Users (SAFETEA-LU), as defined in Section 1203, calls for each
metropolitan planning organization to have a Transportation Improvement Program
(TIP); and

WHEREAS, the KMPO Policy Board maintains the TIP is fiscally constrained by year
and by each governmental entity; and

WHEREAS, all projects proposed for Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) and
Federal Transit Administration (FTA) funding have been identified within the TIP and do
not exceed the proposed funding levels available within the current programming year;
and

WHEREAS, the total Federal share of projects included in the second, third and/or
subsequent years of the TIP do not exceed levels of funding committed, or reasonably
expected to be available, to the area; and

WHEREAS, it is agreed that after Policy Board and Idaho Transportation Board
approval, the TIP shall be included without modification, directly or by reference, in the
State TIP program required under 23 USC 135 and shall be consistent with FHWA and
FTA joint approval.

THUS, BE IT KNOWN that the KMPO Board hereby adopts the Fiscal Year 2011-2015
Transportation Improvement Program as presented at the September 2, 2010 KMPO
Board meeting and that said transportation program is in conformance with the State
Transportation Improvement Program.

Introduction

The Kootenai Metropolitan Planning Organization (KMPO) is an agency designated by
the Governor of ldaho to conduct a continuing, comprehensive, and cooperative
transportation planning process for Kootenai County, under the direction of elected
officials representing cities and highway districts with Kootenai County, as well as the
Coeur d’Alene Tribe and the Idaho Department of Transportation. Under the
requirements of the Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) and Federal Transit
Administration (FTA) the KMPO has the responsibility and authority to develop a
Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) for the area.

KMPQO’s TIP is a short range, six-year program of highway and transit projects for
KMPQ’s Planning Area, which encompasses all of Kootenai County, Idaho. The TIP
includes the funded projects for the fiscal years 2011 through 2015 plus the projects in
the annual element and in the preliminary development category. It is an identification
of projects from various Federal, State and local funding programs that have been
selected for implementation. The TIP is updated annually.

I. Funding

Transportation improvements to be constructed must have funding identified before they
can be included in the TIP. Funds may be provided from Federal, State, and local
governments as well as private developers. The following is a brief summary of various
funding sources that are typically used in the Kootenai metropolitan area.

Federal Sources

The FHWA and the FTA provide approximately 35% of funds available to State and
local governments to fund transportation improvements. However, in some cases
additional funds can be obtained from other Federal agencies to address emergency or
economic development activities. Available funding sources include:

FHWA

Interstate Maintenance Program - Funds are used for resurfacing, restoration,
and rehabilitation of the Interstate Highway System.

National Highway System Program (NHS) - Limited to designated NHS roads
throughout the State. Funds are used for transportation facility improvements
ranging from pavement preservation to major capital investments and system
expansion projects.

Surface Transportation Program (STP) - The STP is a combination of several
former Federal-aid programs and includes Urban, Rural State, Safety, and
Enhancement Programs.

STP Urban - Funds can be used for any road not functionally classified as a
local or rural minor collector. Funds are used for transportation facility
improvements ranging from rehabilitation of existing facilities to new
construction. Funds may also be used for transit projects and transportation
planning activities identified in the Unified Planning Work Program.

STP Rural - Same as STP Urban except funds cannot be used in the
designated urbanized area.

STP State Highway System - Funding has been combined with the NHS
program.

STP Safety - A mandatory ten percent (10%) of all STP funds are to be used
for safety improvements to roads and railroad crossings, including railroad-
crossing devices. Funds may also be used for transit safety improvements
and programs.



STP Enhancement - A mandatory ten percent (10%) of all STP funds are to
be used for non-traditional activities that go above and beyond normal
transportation project improvements. Activities range from historic
preservation of transportation related facilities, bicycle and pedestrian
facilities, archeological investigation, to water run-off mitigation.
Enhancement projects are solicited statewide and selected by a committee
established by ITD. The ITD makes the final selection through Board action.

Bridge Program - Funds are used for the replacement or upgrade of functionally
or physically obsolete bridges. Can be used for bridges on all streets both on and
off the Federal-aid system. Bridges must have at least a 20-foot span, be
inspected, and rated as part of the State’s inventory of bridges. Bridge
replacement projects are typically selected on a statewide basis from bridges with
sufficiency ratings below fifty (50).

Congestion Mitigation/Air Quality - Funds are used for projects that assist in the
maintenance and improvement of air quality as well as the ability to reduce highly
congested areas.

High Priority - Discretionary funds allocated by the United States Congress for
projects demonstrating solutions to various transportation problems.

In order to clarify the type of projects being constructed, similar projects funded with
Interstate maintenance (IM), National Highway System (NHS), STP-State, Bridge-State
or State funds have been grouped into corresponding funding categories. These
categories include: Bridge Improvement, Bridge Preservation, Contingency, Mobility,
Pavement Preservation, Rest Area, Restoration and Expansion, Safety, System
Support, and Transportation Planning.

FTA

FTA 5303 - Funds available for transit planning activities within a metropolitan
area.

FTA 5307 - Provides funds to local transit agencies for capital and preventive
maintenance. Funds may also be used to support planning activities as identified
in the Unified Planning Work Program.

FTA 5309 - Discretionary grant funds used for capital improvements.
FTA 5310/5311 - Funds available for capital expenditures of both private non-profit

and public agencies providing transportation service to the elderly, disabled or rural
transportation providers.



Other Federal

Community Development Block Grants - Funds may be used for various
transportation improvements, which benefit an area with low and moderate
incomes, meet an urgent public health and safety need and eliminate blight.

Economic Development Grants - Funds may be used for public facilities such as
access roads to industrial parks or other economically significant areas. Projects
must fulfill a crucial need to improve employment opportunities in the area.

State Sources

State Funded Program (ST) - Funds used for lower cost State highway
construction projects that can be developed at a lesser expense than required
Federal funding. Funds may be used for pavement improvements, bridge repair,
and other unanticipated projects.

Restricted State Funds - Funds are primarily used for capital improvements
including pavement, bridge and railroad crossings. Fifty percent (50%) of the
funds are retained by ITD and fifty percent (50%) are allocated to the cities,
counties, or highway districts within the State through the Highway Distribution
Account. Funds can also be used to provide the local match to transportation
related Federal funds.

Local Sources

Local funding sources may be used as a local cash match or for transportation projects
not supported by Federal funds. Local sources presently available for funding in the
metropolitan area include general revenue, special improvement district, bonds, tax
increment financing, local option vehicle registration fees, impact fees and local property
tax levies.

Private Sources

Private funding sources may include dedications of right-of-way and new roads,
development fees or actual contributions.



[I. Programming Process

Identification, Evaluation and Selection of Projects

Projects for development within Kootenai County were identified by the appropriate local
and State staff members and elected officials. These projects were evaluated for
reduction of overall traffic congestion; environmental impacts; ability to move people
and goods; intermodal connectivity; conformance with transportation plans; economic
feasibility to the metropolitan area; and fiscal constraint.

Typically, all major projects programmed in the TIP are a product of a Metropolitan
area’s Transportation Plan (MTP). The MTP identifies needs through 2030 and was
originally approved in September 2007. The 2010 MTP update is scheduled to be
adopted in December 2010. The Plan consists of highway and transit improvements to
meet the perceived 20-year needs of the metropolitan area. The Plan is annually
reviewed and updated as needed to meet changing conditions. In some cases
amendments to the MTP are made to address new requirements or to address an
eminent need that impacts the regional transportation system.

Review and approval

The Kootenai County Area Transportation Team (KCATT) committee assists KMPO in
development, review and approval of the TIP. KCATT is composed of professional
engineers and planners working for the local governmental jurisdictions entities within
the region. The committee interfaces with other groups such as the Idaho Department
of Environmental Quality (DEQ), utility companies and the Coeur d’Alene Tribe. It is
KCATT’s responsibility to advise the KMPO Board on technical matters related to the
development of both the MTP and TIP.

The KMPO Policy Board is the decision-making authority for transportation planning in
Kootenai County. The Board is composed of elected officials from the Cities of Coeur
d’Alene, Post Falls, Hayden and Rathdrum; Kootenai County, all four highway districts
and the Coeur d’Alene Tribe. A representative from ITD District 1 completes this 11
member Board, which provides the policy and decision-making function of KMPO.
Monthly Board meetings offer a public forum for discussion of transportation issues and
policies related to the TIP and MPO process.

The Idaho Transportation Board, as the representative of the Governor of Idaho,
approves KMPQ’s TIP and includes it in the Statewide Transportation Program (TIP).

All projects reflected in the TIP have the opportunity for public review through formal
advertisement and public participation efforts in coordination with ITD District 1.



Fund authorization and obligation

All projects’ receiving federal funding must follow procedures outlined by Federal
guidelines. Steps include completion of environmental studies; review and approval of
the design; purchase of the necessary right-of-way; approval of final plans,
specifications, and estimates; and finally construction. Each step may be eligible to
receive Federal funds, although project sponsors are encouraged and sometimes
decide to use their own funds for certain steps to expedite a project.

When a highway or transit project reaches the construction or implementation stage, the
sponsor may request authorization through ITD to advertise for bids and obligate funds
from FHWA or FTA. While the priorities established in developing the program
determine which projects will be able to receive funding, these priorities can be
amended at any time by action of the KMPO Board to ensure the timely use of available
funds. This typically occurs when a project is delayed for unforeseen reasons.

Kootenai County, as the designated grant recipient for federal public transportation
funding within the urbanized area of the county, applies directly to FTA for fund approval
of Federal-aid transit projects; however coordination with ITD is required to ensure the
TIP/STIP and grant requests are accurately represented. In rural areas of the county,
individual transit providers apply for FTA funding through ITD.



l1l. Annual Element

The annual element identifies the status of projects listed in the first year of the prior
year's TIP or a project whose funding priority was changed and approved from the
second or third year to the first year of the program. Costs are total costs, in thousands

of dollars.

includes capital projects for transit.)

IV. Kootenai Metropolitan Area Transportation Improvement Program

Funding programs and projects

The TIP is a consolidation of Federal-aid, State and local projects for the region.
Federal-aid highway funding programs include Interstate Maintenance, National
Highway System, Bridge, National Forest Lands and Surface Transportation Program.
For clarification, projects from some federal programs are grouped by project type into
various funding categories as noted on page 5. Federal-aid transit preventive
maintenance and/or capital assistance projects are identified under FTA 5307 and FTA
5310/5311.

All projects having a significant impact on the regional transportation system are
identified. These projects may include substantial improvements such as major
widening, reconstruction or re-alignment; major operational, repair, rehabilitation or
maintenance projects to routes on the federal functional classification system; and
others.

Projects listed may be funded through federal, state, local or private sources. Projects
to be funded by a discretionary program, such as High Priority and FTA 5309, are not
identified unless the project has all federal authorizations and the amount of funding to
be received is known.

The TIP identifies the priorities of each project by year. Each project is identified by its
location, type of work, funding category, estimated construction cost, and sponsor.
Priorities are not identified for projects within the same fiscal year. Projects scheduled
for the first three years of the program are eligible to receive funding during the
program’s first year. Projects beyond three years are for informational purposes only
and an amendment to the TIP is required to move them to the first three years of the
program.

Figure 1, located on page 16, identifies the general location of each project within the
MPO boundaries.

Projects having a strong correlation have been grouped together.

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Fiscal Constraint

The TIP is a fiscally constrained document, where funding sources are identified and only
projects expected to be funded during the programmed years have been included.

Federal funds are available to local communities for roadway, bridge, bicycle and
pedestrian improvements, etc., as well as the operation and maintenance of the public
transportation system. Most of the available federal funds are dispersed on a statewide
basis on value and need. However, the STP-Urban Program (also called the “Local Urban”
program in ldaho) and FTA 5307 funds are made available to the KMPO area and projects
within these programs are selected by KMPO based on area priorities.

Balancing Revenue and Project Costs

Table I identifies the estimated project costs programmed in the TIP annually for FY 2011-
2015. Estimated project costs are compared with anticipated revenues, which are
documented annually in ITD’s “Update Packet for the Capital Investment Program”. If
project costs do not match anticipated revenues, adjustments are required to balance the
program. Therefore revenues and TIP project costs are the same.

Urban Program Balancing

The process used by the Statewide Urban Balancing Committee to manage the STP-Urban
program is based on a borrow and lend concept. Urban areas around the state can
program another urban area’s unused allocation of funds for that year in order to balance
the overall STP-Urban Program. At some point, KMPO may become the lender instead of
the borrower; however, good project development and project readiness keeps the KMPO
area poised to receive unallocated and underutilized funds from other urban areas.
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Public Transportation Funding for the Urbanized Area

Table Il shows the estimated FTA 5307 federal apportionments to the KMPO urbanized
area, compared with programmed amounts.

Citylink and KATS do not fully utilize apportioned funds due to lack of sufficient local match.
If matching funds can be secured, operations and services within the urbanized area could
be expanded, consistent with the adopted public transportation plan.
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Disbursement of Funds

Table Il provides an overview of how funds currently programmed in the TIP are disbursed
within the KMPO area. The table represents the type of projects proposed to be
completed, and the amounts anticipated to be spent on each type.

Percentages will fluctuate annually as large projects are completed. The use of GARVEE
bonding in the near term will affect the availability of funds in future years. In the KMPO
area, funding for system expansion and improvement is anticipated to be significantly
diminished in future years, as available funds will likely be needed for pavement, bridge

and safety projects.

GARVEE Funding

In November 2006, the Idaho Transportation Board recommended that the Idaho
Legislature consider a statewide funding package of $998 million in GARVEE revenue
bonds. These funds are to be approved in installments of approximately $200 million. The
first $200 million was approved in the 2006 legislative session. the legislature approved an
additional $250 million in bonds in 2007 and $134 million in bonds in 2008.

There are six highway corridors throughout the state where GARVEE bonding may be used
to fund projects. Two of these corridors traverse KMPO’s planning area. They are: US95
from Garwood to Sagle, and US95 from Worley to Setters.

Funding for System Operations and Maintenance

The primary intent of the TIP is to identify funded improvements to the regional
transportation system. Many TIP projects also address operational and maintenance
(O&M) needs on the system. For example, federal funds may be used to replace and
rehabilitate poor pavement conditions. State and local funds are also used for resurfacing,
as well as many other aspects of system O&M, including striping, sign replacement, traffic
signal operations, snow removal, lighting, etc.

Roadway System O&M

Revenues received from the state highway distribution account, sales tax and the general
funds of many local jurisdictions make up the vast majority of funding available to operate
and maintain the existing system. As O&M funds are applied to both the local system as
well as federal functionally classified routes, and as each jurisdiction has varying
operational and maintenance needs on their facilities, it is virtually impossible to determine
how much will be expended exclusively on O&M for the federal aid highway system from
this wide variety of sources.

Table IV estimates the revenue amounts available for O&M expenses.. Revenues were
based on historical trends. While revenues have increased by approximately 3 percent
annually, inflation has averaged nearly 5 percent during the same time period. This results
in a net reduction of available buying power regardless of the category of transportation
activity.

For local jurisdictions, the majority of the revenues available for construction, operations
and maintenance are generated from local revenue sources. State funds come primarily
from the highway distribution account. Federal revenues are primarily used for expansion
and reconstruction type projects in Kootenai County.

Agencies with roadway jurisdiction in Kootenai County face difficult issues with pavement
deterioration and other maintenance-related concerns that consistently outpace available
funding. Pavement preservation in particular is of significant concern, since if adequate
funding is not available for pavement maintenance, pavement condition can deteriorate to
the point where a maintenance effort is no longer effective, and a costly reconstruction and
repair project is required. It is difficult to balance the funding needed to operate and
maintain the system at optimal levels against the need for additional capacity and major
reconstruction projects. It should be noted that historically, of the total state and local
revenues annually set aside for transportation improvements by local jurisdictions,
approximately 86% are used on O&M while only 14% are made available for expansion
and reconstruction projects.

Public Transportation O&M

O&M funding for Public Transportation facilities comes solely from federal funds with local
matching sources. Available revenues for Public Transportation O&M equal the costs
programmed in the TIP. Table V shows a breakdown of capital and O&M costs for the
public transportation system within the urbanized portion of the county. However, there is a
significant need to expand the existing system boundaries and service hours/days as
outlined in the 2005 Public Transportation Plan adopted by the KMPO Board.
