1. Call to Order – Graham Christensen, Chairman 
The regular meeting of the Kootenai Metropolitan Planning Organization Policy Board was called to order by 
Chairman Graham Christensen at 1:30 p.m.  
 
2.  Changes to the Agenda and Declarations of Conflicts of Interest  
Mr. Graham Christensen called for any changes to the agenda or conflicts of interest. Hearing none, the meeting 
proceeded as planned.  
 
3. Approval Meeting Minutes – Action Items 

a. Approval of November 20th 2025 Meeting Minutes 
 

Bruce Mattare, motioned to approve the November 20th KMPO Board Meeting minutes as presented. Mr. Steve 
Adams, seconded the motion, which passed unanimously. 

 
4.  Public Comments (limited to 3 minutes)  

No Public comments were made. 
 

5. KCATT Recap & Recommendations-Robert Palus 

Item 3
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a. Mr. Palus reported on the November 25th, 2025 KCATT meeting. He reported that ITD gave an update on 
various construction projects happening in Kootenai County, including the I-90/SH-41 Interchange project. The 
westbound off-ramp was opened, while construction continues. On I-90, SH-41 to US-95, they are continuing 
clearing efforts and working on MSE walls and utility relocation.  The Pleasant View/SH-53 interchange is 
scheduled to open in the summer of 2026, with full contract completion scheduled for April of 2027. The SH-54 
project, SH 41 to Greystone Road, has the first two miles of the corridor done, with the final lift of asphalt still 
needed. Lakes Highway District reported they had their transportation plan open house on October 14, which 
was well attended. Post Falls Highway District and Lakes Highway District will be working on a joint project to do 
an overlay on Prairie Ave., from US-95 to Atlas Rd. in Spring 2026. LHD is working on a federal grant for the Spirit 
Lake Causeway bridge. Kootenai County updated KCATT on the Area of Impact agreements with the cities. City of 
Rathdrum reported their Main Street sidewalk and curb project is concluded for the season and will begin again 
next spring. Post Falls Highway District reported they opened bids on December 2nd for the Prairie Ave. 
Pedestrian Underpass, and the bid came in well under the engineers’ estimate.  PFHD partnered with LHD and 
installed a temporary signal at the intersection of Hayden Avenue and Meyer Road. Worley Highway District 
reported the Greensferry Rd. guardrail project is complete, and the Rockford Bay Road/Belgrove Creek structure 
replacement project is complete, as well. City of Post Falls reported that all major projects are wrapped up for 
the year, and in 2026, a deep sewer line will be going in on Chase Road at Fisher Avenue, as well as Seltice Way, 
between Chase Road and McGuire Road, with two years’ worth of work anticipated. Post Falls will be 
presenting their transportation master plan to the city council at a workshop on December 16th. Ms. Ali 
Marienau, KMPO, reported she has submitted the updates for the Federal Functional Classification 
map to ITD for their review. She also reported that the Rathdrum Prairie Area Transportation Study has 
moved into level three analysis, with 4/5 recommended options. KMPO is working on a Metropolitan 
Transportation Plan update with 2050 being the forecast year. Ms. Marienau will be doing updates of land use 
projections with the local jurisdictions during this update. KCATT will hold a utility forum on December 18th at 
9:30am at the CDA Public Library to discuss common goals, areas of challenge, etc. KCATT received a 
demonstration of a new traffic count tool by ITD, which is being rolled out for local jurisdictions to use. This will 
be Mr. Palus’ last KMPO board meeting as chair, as KCATT will elect new officers at its December meeting.  

 
b. Recommendation of 2026 KMPO/KCATT Meeting Dates 
Mr. Palus reported that KCATT has reviewed the proposed meeting dates and their recommendation to the 
board is to adopt the calendar as presented.  

 
6. Administrative Matters  

a.  November 2025 KMPO Expenditures – Action Item 
Mr. Miles reported that KMPO had routine expenses for the month of November 2025, and that the bank 
statement has been reconciled. There were no questions on the expenses presented.  

 
Mr. Jeff Tyler motioned to approve the expenses for November 2025, as presented. Mr. Randy Westlund 
seconded the motion, which passed unanimously. 

 
b.  December 2025 Financial Snapshot 
Mr. Miles reported that KMPO is in good financial standing, with no major financial changes from November, as of 
December 2nd. KMPO Is in good financial position and on track with its budget.  
 
c. 2026 KMPO Board/KCATT Meeting Dates- Action Item 
There were no issues with the calendar as presented. Chairman Christensen made note that the January 2026 
KMPO board meeting might be cancelled due to lack of business.  
 
Mr. Bruce Mattare motioned to approve 2026 KMPO Board/KCATT Meeting Dates, as presented. Mr. Randy 
Westlund seconded the motion, which passed unanimously. 
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d.  KMPO 2025-2031 Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) Amendment Requests: Notification  

i. 2025-2031 KMPO TIP Amendment #17-ITD request to modify KN24162 SH-53 – N Bruss to Milepost 8.3. This 
amendment to KN 24162 Increases PC by $895,000 in FY 2026. Mr. Miles commented that this is a Highway 
Safety Improvement Project. 

  
7. Other Business 

a. Election of KMPO Board Officers 
Chairman Graham Christensen has served as the KMPO board chair for two years and has completed his term. He 
asked for nominations for KMPO chair. Mr. Dan Gookin made a motion to nominate Mr. Bruce Mattare as KMPO 
Chair. Mr. Steve Adams, seconded the motion. There were no other nominations made for KMPO Chair made, 
and the motion to elect Bruce Mattare as KMPO Chair passed unanimously. 

 
Chairman Christensen called for nomination for a KMPO Board Vice-Chair. Mr. Bruce Mattare nominated Mr. 
Randy Westlund as Vice-Chair, which was seconded by Mr. John Hodgkins. There were no other nominations 
made for KMPO Vice-Chair, and the motion to elect Mr. Randy Westlund as KMPO Vice-Chair passed 
unanimously. 

 
8. Public Transportation (Informational Items Provided to KMPO) 

KMPO is not the Designated Recipient of FTA Funding for the provision of transit Service in Kootenai County. These 
presentations and informational items are provided as a service to the public and to local jurisdictions. Questions related to 
service, schedules, or concerns should be directed to Kootenai County or the Coeur d’ Alene Tribe. 
 
a. Kootenai County Transit Report – Kootenai County Public Transportation Staff 

Mr. Chad Ingle reported on behalf of Kootenai County. He reported that Citylink North operations for fixed 
routes and paratransit totaled 10,752 trips in the month of November, which is a slight decrease year over year. 
He reported they are completing scheduled preventative maintenance inspections on all active vehicles to 
uphold FTA regulations. He reported they are working on updates to their Public Transportation Agency Safety 
Plan. He reported transit will be presenting to the Board of County Commissioners an application for ITD 5310, 
purchase of service funds, which go to support the Ring-a-Ride program, which serves seniors and individuals 
with disabilities that are outside of the paratransit area. The application is for $160,000 for 5310 grant funds, 
with a $40,000 in-kind match. 

 
    b. Coeur d’Alene Tribe Rural Transit Report  

Mr. Ingle reported there was no update for the board at this time.  
 
9. Director’s Report  
Mr. Miles reported board member Mr. Jim Kackman had called prior to the board meeting to excuse his absence 
today. He reported KMPO has received two requests for letters of support for local highway projects. Lakes Highway 
District’s request is for the Causeway bridge in Spirit Lake, and one was for the City of Harrison to rebuild a street 
towards their marina. Mr. Miles reported that KMPO did sign letters to support those two projects. He reported 
KMPO attended their annual coordination meeting with ITD, where some successes were mentioned: the urban area 
boundary adjustments being completed; the Federal Functional Classification changes being submitted, with over 50 
functional classification amendments to the map this year; 17 TIP amendments were issued during the year and all 
processed in a timely manner; and the 2026 TIP being submitted to ITD. The challenges identified were: KMPO/ITD 
keeping pace with development pressure on the regional transportation network, and staying on top of being able 
to incorporate those changes to the travel demand modeling. Another issue that was discussed is dealing with 
access control and maintaining corridor reliability. Some ideas were discussed by the group about how there could 
be improvement to the process of dealing with access, while maintaining our mobility on these corridors. Mr. Miles 
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reported that KMPO intends to have the metropolitan transportation plan updated by December of 2026. There 
were no questions from the board.  
 
10. Board Member Comments 
Mr. Dan Gookin wished the board Merry Christmas.

Chairman Graham Christensen motioned to adjourn the regular meeting of the Kootenai Metropolitan Planning 
Organization Policy Board on December 11th, 2025, and with no objections, the meeting was adjourned at 1:46 
p.m.

We have audited the financial statements of the governmental activities, the business-type activities, the 
aggregate discretely presented component units, each major fund, and the aggregate remaining fund 
information of Kootenai Metropolitan Planning Organization for the year ended September 30, 2025. 
Professional standards require that we provide you with information about our responsibilities under generally 
accepted auditing standards and Government Auditing Standards, as well as certain information related to the 
planned scope and timing of our audit. We have communicated such information in our letter to you dated 
December 29, 2025. Professional standards also require that we communicate to you the following 
information related to our audit. 
 
Significant Audit Matters 
 
Qualitative Aspects of Accounting Practices  
 
Management is responsible for the selection and use of appropriate accounting policies. The significant 
accounting policies used by Kootenai Metropolitan Planning Organization are described in Note 1 to the 
financial statements. As described in Note 1 to the financial statements, Kootenai Metropolitan Planning 
Organization changed accounting policies related to the recognition and measurement guidance for 
compensated absences by adopting Statement of Governmental Accounting Standards (GASB Statement) 
No. 101, Compensated Absences, in 2025. Accordingly, the cumulative effect of the accounting change as of 
the beginning of the year is reported in the financial statements. 
 
We noted no transactions entered into by Kootenai Metropolitan Planning Organization during the year for 
which there is a lack of authoritative guidance or consensus. All significant transactions have been recognized 
in the financial statements in the proper period. 
 
Accounting estimates are an integral part of the financial statements prepared by management and are based 
on management’s knowledge and experience about past and current events and assumptions about future 
events. Certain accounting estimates are particularly sensitive because of their significance to the financial 
statements and because of the possibility that future events affecting them may differ significantly from those 
expected. The most sensitive estimates affecting Kootenai Metropolitan Planning Organization’s financial 
statements were: management’s estimate of the amortization and management’s estimate of depreciation. 
 
Management’s estimate of the amortization is based on the present value of the right-of-use lease asset. We 
evaluated the methods, assumptions, and data used to develop the estimate in determining that it is 
reasonable in relation to the financial statements taken as a whole. 
 
Management’s estimate of depreciation is based on the estimated useful lives of the capital assets. We 
evaluated the methods, assumptions, and data used to develop the estimate in determining that it is 
reasonable in relation to the financial statements taken as a whole. 

 
  

Item 6c
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Certain financial statement disclosures are particularly sensitive because of their significance to financial 
statement users. The most sensitive disclosures affecting the financial statements was:  
 

 The disclosure of the defined benefit pension plan in Note 5 to the financial statements. 
Management’s estimate of the net pension liability was provided by the Public Employee Retirement 
System of Idaho (PERSI). An actuary assisted PERSI in calculating projected benefits and obligations 
associated with the liability. PERSI’s financial statements have been audited by a certified public 
accounting firm as of the measurement date. 
 

The financial statement disclosures are neutral, consistent, and clear. 
 
Difficulties Encountered in Performing the Audit 
  
We encountered no significant difficulties in dealing with management in performing and completing our audit. 
 
Corrected and Uncorrected Misstatements 
  
Professional standards require us to accumulate all known and likely misstatements identified during the 
audit, other than those that are clearly trivial, and communicate them to the appropriate level of management. 
The attached Schedule C summarizes uncorrected misstatements of the financial statements. Management 
has determined that their effects are immaterial, both individually and in the aggregate, to the financial 
statements taken as a whole. The uncorrected misstatements or the matters underlying them could potentially 
cause future period financial statements to be materially misstated, even though, in our judgment, such 
uncorrected misstatements are immaterial to the financial statements under audit. In addition, none of the 
misstatements detected as a result of audit procedures and corrected by management were material, either 
individually or in the aggregate, to each opinion unit’s financial statements taken as a whole. 
 
Disagreements with Management 
  
For purposes of this letter, a disagreement with management is a financial accounting, reporting, or auditing 
matter, whether or not resolved to our satisfaction, that could be significant to the financial statements or the 
auditor’s report. We are pleased to report that no such disagreements arose during the course of our audit. 
 
Management Representations  
 
We have requested certain representations from management that are included in the management 
representation letter dated December 29, 2025. 
 
Management Consultations with Other Independent Accountants 
  
In some cases, management may decide to consult with other accountants about auditing and accounting 
matters, similar to obtaining a “second opinion” on certain situations. If a consultation involves application of 
an accounting principle to Kootenai Metropolitan Planning Organization’s financial statements or a 
determination of the type of auditor’s opinion that may be expressed on those statements, our professional 
standards require the consulting accountant to check with us to determine that the consultant has all the 
relevant facts. To our knowledge, there were no such consultations with other accountants. 
 
Other Audit Findings or Issues 
  
We generally discuss a variety of matters, including the application of accounting principles and auditing 
standards, with management each year prior to retention as Kootenai Metropolitan Planning Organization’s 
auditors. However, these discussions occurred in the normal course of our professional relationship and our 
responses were not a condition to our retention. 
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Other Matters 
 
We applied certain limited procedures to the Management’s Discussion and Analysis, Schedules of 
Revenues, Expenditures, and Changes in Fund Balances – Budget and Actual – General Fund, and 
Schedules of required supplementary information consistent with the requirements of GASB Statement No. 
68, which are required supplementary information (RSI) that supplements the basic financial statements. Our 
procedures consisted of inquiries of management regarding the methods of preparing the information and 
comparing the information for consistency with management’s responses to our inquiries, the basic financial 
statements, and other knowledge we obtained during our audit of the basic financial statements. We did not 
audit the RSI and do not express an opinion or provide any assurance on the RSI.

This information is intended solely for the information and use of the Board of Directors and management of 
Kootenai Metropolitan Planning Organization and is not intended to be, and should not be, used by anyone 
other than these specified parties.

Report on the Audit of the Financial Statements 
 
Opinions 
 
We have audited the accompanying financial statements of the governmental activities and each major fund 
of Kootenai Metropolitan Planning Organization, as of and for the year ended September 30, 2025, and the 
related notes to the financial statements, which collectively comprise Kootenai Metropolitan Planning 
Organization’s basic financial statements as listed in the table of contents. 
 
In our opinion, the financial statements referred to above present fairly, in all material respects, the respective 
financial position of the governmental activities, and each major fund of Kootenai Metropolitan Planning 
Organization as of September 30, 2025, and the respective changes in financial position, and, where 
applicable, cash flows thereof for the year then ended in accordance with accounting principles generally 
accepted in the United States of America. 
 
Basis for Opinions 
 
We conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in the United States of 
America and the standards applicable to financial audits contained in Government Auditing Standards issued 
by the Comptroller General of the United States. Our responsibilities under those standards are further 
described in the Auditor’s Responsibilities for the Audit of the Financial Statements section of our report. We 
are required to be independent of Kootenai Metropolitan Planning Organization and to meet our other ethical 
responsibilities, in accordance with the relevant ethical requirements relating to our audit.

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As management of Kootenai Metropolitan Planning Organization (KMPO), we offer readers of the 
Organization’s financial statements this narrative overview and analysis of the financial activities of Kootenai 
Metropolitan Planning Organization for the fiscal year ended September 30, 2025. 
 
KMPO generally adopts a budget in June for the subsequent year. The current year budget is updated as part 
of the subsequent year budget development process and approved by the KMPO Board. 
 
 
FINANCIAL HIGHLIGHTS 
 
At the end of the fiscal year, total net position was $265,149 which is an increase of $374,094 in the net position 
over 2024. A summary of KMPO’s assets, deferred outflows of resources, liabilities, deferred inflows of 
resources and net position follows:

Fiscal year program revenues totaled $877,981 and expenses totaled $503,887 on the statement of activities. 
 
A detailed statement of activities which includes all revenues and expenses can be found on page 10 of the 
financial section. 
 
 
OVERVIEW OF THE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS  
 
This annual report consists of not only this management’s discussion and analysis, but two other kinds of 
statements that present different views of KMPO’s financial activities. 
 

 The statement of net position and statement of activities provide information on a government-wide 
basis. The statements present an aggregate view of KMPO’s finances. Government-wide statements 
contain useful long-term information, as well as information for the just-completed fiscal year. 

 
 The remaining statements are fund financial statements that focus on current financial resources. 

Since KMPO is a special organization with only governmental funds, there are only two differences 
between the fund financial statements and the statement of net position and statement of activities. 
The first is the long-term information regarding compensated absences, which is not presented in the 
fund financial statements. Compensated absences are carried forward based on the KMPO Board’s 
policy of allowing the annual carry forward of up to 240hrs into the new fiscal year, recognizing the 
compensated absences referred to as Paid Time Off (PTO) is the combination of what has previously 
referred to as vacation and sick leave. The second difference is the GASB 68 requirement to state the 
theoretical unfunded liability associated with the Public Employees Retirement System of Idaho 
(PERSI). This liability is outside the control of KMPO but is stated in the financials as required. The 
financial statements this year also include a modification to change our traditional lease liability 
associated with our expired office space lease, to a new capital asset statement reflecting the purchase 
of our office space in FY 2025. 
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OVERVIEW OF THE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS (CONCLUDED) 
 
The notes to the financial statements provide further explanation of some of KMPO’s information in the 
statements and provide additional disclosures so statement users have a complete picture of KMPO’s financial 
activities and position. The notes provide additional information that is essential to fully understand the data 
provided in the government-wide financial statements. The notes to financial statements can be found beginning 
on page 15. 
 
Required supplementary information further explains and supports the financial statements by including a 
comparison of KMPO’s budget data for the year and more detail of the expenditures.  
 
Government-wide Statements 
 
The government-wide statements report information about KMPO as a whole using accounting methods similar 
to those used by private-sector companies. The statement of net position includes all of the government assets 
and liabilities. All of the current year’s revenue and expenses are accounted for in the statement of activities 
regardless of when cash is received or paid. 
 
The two government-wide statements report KMPO’s net position and how they have changed. Net position, 
the difference between the KMPO’s assets and liabilities, is one way to evaluate KMPO’s financial position. 
 

 Over time, increases or decreases in KMPO’s net position are one indicator of whether its financial 
health is improving or deteriorating, respectively.  

 

 To assess the overall financial condition of KMPO, additional non-financial factors, such as changes in 
the KMPO’s member assessments and the condition of its equipment, building, and other facilities 
should be considered.  

 
In the government-wide financial statements, KMPO’s activities are all classified as governmental activities, as 
KMPO has only governmental activities, and the general fund. KMPO owns office related equipment and 
furniture that was acquired in 2011, 2012, 2013, 2017, 2024, 2024 and 2025.  The KMPO office space was on 
a multi-year contract, which expired in September 2025. The office space was subsequently acquired by KMPO. 
KMPO’s membership, which provides the annual local funding to support the Organization has been stable 
since 2003, when the organization was established through a Joint Powers Agreement. 
 
Fund Financial Statements 
 
Since KMPO has only governmental funds, the fund financial statements provide similar information about 
KMPO’s operations and financial position for the year ended September 30, 2024, as the government-wide 
statements. Funds are accounting devices KMPO uses to keep track of sources of funding and spending on 
particular programs and to demonstrate compliance with various regulatory requirements.  
 

Governmental funds: All activities of KMPO are accounted for in one governmental fund, the general 
fund, which focuses on: (1) how cash and other financial assets, which can readily be converted to 
cash, flow in and out, and (2) the balances left at year-end that are available for funding future basic 
services. Consequently, the governmental funds statements provide a detailed short-term view that 
helps you determine whether there are more or fewer financial resources that can be spent in the near 
future to finance KMPO’s programs. Because this information does not encompass the additional long-
term focus of the government-wide statements, we provide reconciliations with brief explanations to 
better identify the relationship between the government-wide statements and statements for 
governmental funds.  
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FINANCIAL ANALYSIS  
 
Net Position 
 
Net position may serve over time as a useful indicator of a government’s financial position.  KMPO’s calculated 
assets exceeded Liabilities by $265,149 as of September 30, 2025. This is due primarily to the cash acquisition 
of KMPO’s office space.  KMPO’s Net Position should also be considered in context with and without the GASB 
68 net pension liability and asset reporting requirements.

Governmental Funds 
 
KMPO completed the year with a total governmental unassigned fund balance of $79,438 and $5,444 in un-
spendable funds. 
 
See page 28 for a detailed budget schedule. 
 
As of September 30, 2025, revenues exceeded expenditures by $8,832. KMPO generally adopts a budget in 
June for the subsequent year and account balances are based on previous budgets and expected expenses 
for the coming year. The budget was amended for the fiscal year ended September 30, 2025. 
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LONG TERM DEBT AND CAPITAL ASSETS: 
 
KMPO does not, as a matter of practice, maintain any long-term debt, which is considered to be any debt 
obligation exceeding one fiscal year.  During FY 2025 KMPO did receive a short-term business bridge loan as 
part of the process to acquire of the KMPO office space.  That loan paid off and closed out prior to Fiscal Year 
2025-year end.  Acquisition of the KMPO office space is now shown as a Capital Asset with a depreciation 
schedule in the financial statements. While not a long-term debt, KMPO is now responsible for annual 
maintenance and insurance necessary to maintain the asset in accordance with FHWA requirements for capital 
assets acquired with grant funding. The KMPO Joint Powers Agreement governs the ownership and disposition 
of Capital Assets of the organization. 
 
FACTORS BEARING ON KMPO’S FUTURE 
 
KMPO operates almost exclusively on grant funding provided through the U.S. Department of Transportation 
as authorized by Congress in Federal transportation legislation referred to as the Bi-Partisan Infrastructure Law 
(BIL). Annual appropriations are subsequently provided to both the Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) 
and Federal Transit Administration (FTA) to support ongoing transportation planning in urbanized areas over 
50,000 population as required by U.S.C. Title 23, Section 134 and Title 49 Section 5303. FY 2022 was the first 
year of the BIL Act, which will extend from FY 2022 through FY 2027. It remains to be determined what impact 
a new multi-year bill will have on the organization as well as decisions on the federal funding allocations 
established by the Idaho Transportation Board (ITD Board). Local jurisdictions, highway districts, Idaho 
Transportation Department and the Coeur d’Alene Tribe participate in the Organization through annual 
assessments that are based on a KMPO Board approved formula, which was updated in July of 2022. The 
revised assessments, based on population took effect for FY 2023 and future fiscal years, until the next Federal 
Census. 
 
As with any organization that is established pursuant to Federal requirements and funded through annual 
Federal appropriations, funding levels can fluctuate based on the direction of Congress. In addition, the State 
of Idaho may have changes to the number of Federally Designated Urbanized Areas as a result the Bureau of 
the Census designation criteria. This may have an impact of the subsequent allocation of Federal Planning 
funds available to MPO areas. Continued Federal emphasis on the efficient and effective movement of people 
and goods through strategic transportation investments, is expected to result in maintained levels of funding in 
the near and midterm. The stability of KMPO and the continued active participation by member participants and 
the community, along with the increased local investment is expected to result in stable local revenues 
necessary to match the annual Federal funding provided by the U.S. Department of Transportation.

NOTE 1: SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES 
 

A. Reporting Entity 
 

Kootenai Metropolitan Planning Organization (the “Organization”) for the Coeur d’Alene 
Urbanized Area and for Kootenai County was created in 2003 as a separate Joint Powers Entity, 
separate and apart from any member political subdivision or public agency pursuant to the 
provisions of Idaho Code, Sections 67-2326 through 67-2333. 
 
The accounting methods and procedures adopted by the Organization conform to generally 
accepted accounting principles as applied to governmental entities. The Governmental 
Accounting Standards Board is the accepted standard-setting body for establishing governmental 
accounting and financial reporting principles. The following notes to the financial statements are 
an integral part of the Organization’s basic financial statements. 
 
Reporting Entity – A reporting entity is comprised of the primary government, component units 
and other organizations that are included to ensure the financial statements are not misleading. 
The primary government of the Organization consists of all funds, departments, boards, and 
agencies that are not legally separate from the Organization. There are no entities that would be 
considered component units of the Organization. 

 
The financial statements of the Organization have been prepared in conformity with generally 
accepted accounting principles (GAAP) as applied to governmental units. The Governmental 
Accounting Standards Board (GASB) is the accepted standard setting body for establishing 
governmental accounting and financial reporting principles. The most significant of the 
Organization’s accounting policies are described below: 
 
B. Fund Accounting 

 
The Organization uses funds to maintain its financial records during the fiscal year. Fund 
accounting is designed to demonstrate legal compliance and to aid management by segregating 
transactions related to certain Organization functions or activities. A fund is defined as a fiscal 
and accounting entity with a self-balancing set of accounts.  
 
Governmental Funds – Governmental funds focus on the sources, uses and balances of current 
financial resources. Expendable assets are assigned to the various governmental funds 
according to the purposes for which they may or must be used. Current liabilities are assigned to 
the fund from which they will be paid. The difference between governmental fund assets and 
liabilities is reported as fund balance. The Organization has one governmental fund, the general 
fund. 

 
General Fund – The general fund is used to account for all financial resources except those 
required to be accounted for in another fund. The general fund is available for any purpose 
provided it is expended or transferred according to Idaho State law. 

 
C. Basis of Presentation 

 
Government-wide Financial Statements – The statement of net position and the statement of 
activities display information about the Organization as a whole. These statements include the 
financial activities of the primary government. The Organization has activities that are considered 
to be governmental as opposed to business-type activities.  
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NOTE 1: SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES (CONTINUED) 
 

C. Basis of Presentation (Concluded) 
 

Government-wide Financial Statements (Concluded) – The government-wide statements are 
prepared using the economic resources measurement focus. This differs from the manner in 
which governmental fund financial statements are prepared. Therefore, governmental fund 
financial statements include reconciliations with brief explanations to better identify the 
relationship between the government-wide statements and the statements for governmental 
funds. 
 
The government-wide statement of activities presents a comparison between direct expenses 
and program revenues for each function or program of the Organization’s governmental activities. 
Direct expenses are those that are specifically associated with a service, program or department 
and therefore are clearly identifiable to a particular function. Program revenues include charges 
paid by the recipient of the goods or services offered by the program and grants and contributions 
that are restricted to meeting the operational or capital requirements of a particular program. 
Revenues that are not classified as program revenues are presented as general revenues of the 
Organization, with certain limited exceptions. The comparison of direct expenses with program 
revenues identifies the extent to which each business segment or governmental function is self-
financing or draws from the general revenues of the Organization. 
 
Fund Financial Statements – Fund financial statements report detailed information about the 
Organization. The focus of governmental fund statements is on major funds rather than reporting 
funds by type. Each major fund is presented in a separate column. Nonmajor funds are 
aggregated and presented in a single column. Fiduciary funds are reported by fund type. The 
Organization maintains only a governmental-type general fund.  
 
The accounting and reporting treatment applied to a fund is determined by its measurement 
focus. All governmental fund types are accounted for using a flow of current financial resources 
measurement focus. The financial statements for governmental funds are a balance sheet, which 
generally includes only current assets and current liabilities, and a statement of revenues, 
expenditures and changes in fund balances, which reports on the sources (i.e., revenues and 
other financing sources) and uses (i.e., expenditures and other financing uses) of current financial 
resources. 

 
D. Basis of Accounting 

 
Basis of accounting determines when transactions are recorded in the financial records and 
reported on the financial statements. Government-wide financial statements are prepared using 
the accrual basis of accounting. Governmental funds use the modified accrual basis of 
accounting. 
 
Revenues – Exchange and Non-exchange Transactions – Revenues resulting from exchange 
transactions, in which each party receives essentially equal value, is recorded on the accrual 
basis when the exchange takes place. On a modified accrual basis, revenues are recorded in the 
fiscal year in which the resources are measurable and available. Available means that the 
resources will be collected within the current fiscal year or are expected to be collected soon 
enough thereafter to be used to pay liabilities of the current fiscal year. For the Organization, 
available means expected to be received within 60 days of the fiscal year end. 
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NOTE 1: SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES (CONTINUED) 
 

D. Basis of Accounting (Concluded) 
 

Revenues – Exchange and Non-exchange Transactions (Concluded) – Non-exchange 
transactions, in which the Organization receives value without directly giving equal value in 
return, include property taxes, grants, entitlements and donations. On an accrual basis, revenue 
from property taxes is recognized in the fiscal year for which the taxes are levied. Revenue from 
grants, entitlements and donations is recognized in the fiscal year in which all eligibility 
requirements have been satisfied. Eligibility requirements include timing requirements, which 
specify the year when the resources are required to be used or the fiscal year when use is first 
permitted, matching requirements, in which the Organization must provide local resources to be 
used for a specified purpose, and expenditure requirements, in which the resources are provided 
to the Organization on a reimbursement basis. On a modified accrual basis, revenues from non-
exchange transactions must also be available before it can be recognized. 
 
Under the modified accrual basis, the following revenue sources are considered to be both 
measurable and available at the fiscal year then ended: grants and member assessments. 
 
Deferred Revenue – Deferred revenue arises when assets are recognized before revenue 
recognition criteria have been satisfied. 
 
Expenses/Expenditures – On the accrual basis of accounting, expenses are recognized at the 
time they are incurred. 
 
The measurement focus of governmental fund accounting is on decreases in net financial 
resources (expenditures) rather than expenses. Expenditures are generally recognized in the 
accounting period in which the related fund liability is incurred, if measurable. Allocations of cost, 
such as depreciation, are not recognized in governmental funds. 

 
E. Cash  
 
In the general fund, cash received by the Organization is kept in one checking account and is 
presented as “Cash” on the financial statements. The Organization had no cash equivalents as of 
September 30, 2025.  
 
F. Capital Assets  
 
General capital and intangible assets usually result from expenditures in the governmental funds. 
These assets are reported in the government-wide statement of net assets but are not reported in 
the fund financial statements. 
 
All capital and intangible assets are capitalized at cost (or estimated historical cost) and updated 
for additions and retirements during the year. The Organization maintains a capitalization 
threshold of $5,000. Improvements and interest incurred during the construction of capital assets 
are capitalized. The cost of normal maintenance and repairs that do not add to the value of the 
asset or materially extend the life of an asset are not capitalized. 
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NOTE 1: SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES (CONTINUED) 
 

F. Capital Assets (Concluded) 
 
All reported capital and intangible assets are depreciated and amortized. Improvements are 
depreciated over the remaining useful lives of the related capital assets. Depreciation is 
computed using the straight-line method over the following useful lives:

Intangible right-of-use lease assets are recorded at net present value, and the lease liabilities are 
amortized using the straight-line method over the life of the lease. 
 
G. Accrued Liabilities and Long-term Obligations 
 
All payables, accrued liabilities and long-term obligations are reported in the government-wide 
financial statements. 
 
In general, payables and accrued liabilities that will be paid from governmental funds are reported 
on the governmental fund financial statements regardless of whether they will be liquidated with 
current resources. However, claims and judgments and the non-current portion of leases, which 
will be paid from governmental funds, are reported as a liability in the fund financial statements 
only to the extent that they will be paid with current, expendable, available financial resources. In 
general, payments made within 60 days after year end are considered to have been made with 
current available financial resources. Bonds and other long-term obligations that will be paid from 
governmental funds are not recognized as a liability in the fund financial statements until due. 
 
H. Fund Balance Reserves 
 
The Organization has adopted GASB Statement No. 54, Fund Balance Reporting and 
Governmental Fund Type Definitions (required implementation date of June 2011). This 
Statement establishes criteria for classifying governmental fund balances into specifically defined 
classifications. Classifications are hierarchical and are based primarily on the extent to which the 
Organization is bound to honor constraints on the specific purposes for which amounts in the 
funds may be spent. Application of the Statement requires the Organization to classify, and report 
amounts in the appropriate fund balance classifications. The Organization’s accounting and 
finance policies are used to interpret the nature and/or requirements of the funds and their 
corresponding assignment of restricted, committed, assigned, or unassigned.  

 
The Organization reports the following classifications: 

 
Non-spendable Fund Balance – Non-spendable fund balances are amounts that cannot be spent 
because they are either: (a) not in spendable form – such as inventory or prepaid insurance, or 
(b) legally or contractually required to be maintained intact – such as a trust that must be retained 
in perpetuity.  
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NOTE 1: SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES (CONTINUED) 
 
H. Fund Balance Reserves (Concluded) 
 
Restricted Fund Balance – Restricted fund balances are restricted when constraints placed on 
the use of resources are either: (a) externally imposed by creditors, grantors, contributors, or laws 
or regulations of other governments, or (b) imposed by law through constitutional provisions or 
enabling legislation. Restrictions are placed on fund balances when legally enforceable legislation 
establishes a specific purpose for the funds. Legal enforceability means that the Organization can 
be compelled by an external party (e.g., citizens, public interest groups, the judiciary) to use 
resources created by enabling legislation only for the purposes specified by the legislation.  
 
Committed Fund Balance – Committed fund balances are amounts that can only be used for 
specific purposes as a result of constraints imposed by the Board of Directors. Amounts in the 
committed fund balance classification may be used for other purposes with appropriate due 
process by the Board of Directors. Committed fund balances differ from restricted balances 
because the constraints on their use do not come from outside parties, constitutional provisions, 
or enabling legislation.  
 
Assigned Fund Balance – Assigned fund balances are amounts that are constrained by the 
Organization’s intent to be used for specific purposes but are neither restricted nor committed. 
Intent is expressed by: (a) the Director of Finance, or (b) an appointed body (e.g., a budget or 
finance committee) or official to which the Board of Directors have delegated the authority to 
assign, modify, or rescind amounts to be used for specific purposes. Assigned fund balance 
includes: (a) all remaining amounts that are reported in governmental funds (other than the 
general fund) that are not classified as non-spendable, restricted, or committed, and (b) amounts 
in the general fund that are intended to be used for a specific purpose. Specific amounts that are 
not restricted or committed in a special revenue, capital projects, debt service, or permanent fund, 
are assigned for purposes in accordance with the nature of their fund type. Assignment within the 
general fund conveys that the intended use of those amounts is for a specific purpose that is 
narrower than the general purposes of the Organization itself. 
 
Unassigned Fund Balance – Unassigned fund balance is the residual classification for the 
general fund. This classification represents general fund balance that has not been assigned to 
other funds, and that has not been restricted, committed, or assigned to specific purposes within 
the general fund. 
 
The Organization’s policy is first using restricted fund balance, then committed, then assigned, 
then unassigned when any of the above fund balance are available to use to satisfy an obligation. 

 
I. Net Position Flow Assumptions 
 
Net position represents the difference between assets and liabilities. Net investment in capital 
assets, net of related debt consists of capital assets, net of accumulated depreciation, reduced by 
the outstanding balances of any borrowings used for the acquisition, construction or improvement 
of those assets. Net position are reported as restricted when there are limitations imposed on 
their use either through the enabling legislation adopted by the Organization or through external 
restrictions imposed by creditors, grantors or laws or regulations of other governments. 
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NOTE 1: SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES (CONTINUED) 
 
I. Net Position Flow Assumptions (Concluded) 
 
Sometimes the Organization will fund outlays for a particular purpose from both restricted (e.g., 
restricted bond or grant proceeds) and unrestricted resources. In order to calculate the amounts 
to report as restricted – net position and unrestricted – net position in the government-wide and 
proprietary fund financial statements, a flow assumption must be made about the order in which 
the resources are considered to be applied. It is the Organization’s policy to consider restricted – 
net position to have been depleted before unrestricted – net position is applied. 

 
J. Compensated Absences  
 
The Organization reports compensated absences in accordance with the provisions of GASB 
Statement No. 16, “Accounting for Compensated Absences.” Paid time off benefits are accrued 
as a liability as the benefits are earned if the employees’ rights to receive compensation are 
attributable to services already rendered and it is probable that the Organization will compensate 
the employees for the benefits through paid time off or by other means. The Organization records 
a liability for accumulated unused paid time off when earned for all employees who qualify. The 
total liability of $22,982 is included in the government-wide financial statements as a non-current 
liability due in more than one year. 
 
K. Estimates 
 
The preparation of financial statements in conformity with generally accepted accounting 
principles requires management to make estimates and assumptions that affect the amounts 
reported in the financial statements and accompanying notes. Actual results may differ from those 
estimates. 
 
L. Pensions 
 
For purposes of measuring the net pension asset, deferred outflows of resources and deferred 
inflows of resources related to pensions, and pension expense, information about the fiduciary 
net position of the Public Employee Retirement System of Idaho Base Plan (Base Plan) and 
additions to/deductions from the Base Plan’s fiduciary net position have been determined on the 
same basis as they are reported by the Base Plan. For this purpose, benefit payments (including 
refunds of employee contributions) are recognized when due and payable in accordance with the 
benefit terms. Investments are reported at fair value. 
 
M. Deferred Outflow/Inflows of Resources 
 
In addition to assets, the statement of financial position will sometimes report a separate section 
for deferred outflows of resources. This separate financial statement element, deferred outflows 
of resources, represents a consumption of net position that applies to a future period(s) and so 
will not be recognized as an outflow of resources (expense/ expenditure) until then. The System 
only has one item that qualifies for reporting in this category. It is the deferred outflows relating to 
the accounting for the net pension obligation on the government-wide statement of net position, in 
accordance with GASB 68, Accounting and Financial Reporting for Pensions. 
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NOTE 1: SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES (CONCLUDED) 
 

M. Deferred Outflow/Inflows of Resources (Concluded) 
 
In addition to liabilities, the statement of financial position will sometimes report a separate 
section for deferred inflows of resources. This separate financial statement element, deferred 
inflows of resources, represents an acquisition of net position that applies to a future period(s) 
and so will not be recognized as an inflow of resources (revenue) until that time. 
 
The Organization has one type of item, which arises under full accrual basis of accounting that 
qualifies for reporting in this category. Accordingly, the item, proportionate share of collective 
deferred inflows of resources, is reported only on the government-wide statement of net position. 
The government-wide statement of net position reports proportionate share of collective deferred 
inflows of resources from one source: accounting for the net pension obligation, in accordance 
with GASB 68, Accounting and Financial Reporting for Pensions. 
 
N. Operating Expenditures  
 
The Organization is required to pay a local match of 7.34% of the operating expenditures. The 
member participants are charged annual assessments to cover the Organization’s local match 
portion of the operating expenditures. The match portion of the expenditures is allocated 
throughout the statement of revenues, expenditures, and changes in fund balances. The total 
match paid for the year ended September 30, 2025, was $79,550.  
 
O. New Accounting Pronouncements 

 
In June 2022, the Governmental Accounting Standards Board (GASB) issued Summary of 
Statement Number 101 Compensated Absences (GASB 101), which is required to be adopted for 
entities with fiscal years beginning after December 15, 2023. The objective of GASB 101 is to 
better meet the needs of financial statement users by updating the recognition and measurement 
guidance for compensated absences. The Organization has considered the effect that GASB 101 
will have on the financial statements and has adopted and implemented the requirements of 
GASB 101 for the year ended September 30, 2025. 
 

 
NOTE 2: STEWARDSHIP, COMPLIANCE, AND ACCOUNTABILITY 

 
Budgetary Information 
 
Budgets are adopted on a basis consistent with generally accepted accounting principles. An 
annual budget is adopted for the general fund. Encumbrance accounting, under which purchase 
orders, contracts, and other commitments for the expenditure of monies are recorded in order to 
reserve that portion of the applicable appropriation, is not employed as an extension of formal 
budgetary integration in the general fund. 
 
This is in conformance with Idaho State Statutes, which require that appropriations lapse at the 
end of a fiscal year and are not available to be carried forward to be used in addition to the 
succeeding year's appropriation. 
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NOTE 2: STEWARDSHIP, COMPLIANCE, AND ACCOUNTABILITY (CONCLUDED) 
 
Budgetary Information (Concluded) 
 
The following procedures are followed in establishing the budgetary data reflected in the financial 
statements: 
 

a) The Organization publishes a proposed budget for public review. 
 

b) Public hearings are set to obtain taxpayer comments. 
 

c) Prior to September 1, the budget is adopted by resolution of the Board of Directors and 
published. 

 
Lapsing of Appropriations – At the close of each year, all unspent appropriations revert to the 
respective funds from which they were appropriated and become subject to future appropriation. 
 
The budget was amended during the fiscal year ended September 30, 2025. 
 
 

NOTE 3: CASH 
 

Custodial credit risk is the risk that in the event of a bank failure, the Organization’s deposits may 
not be returned to it. The Organization does not have a policy for custodial credit risk. The 
carrying amount of the Organization's deposits with financial institutions on September 30, 2025, 
was $58,666, and the bank balance was $59,056. The bank balance is on deposit with one 
financial institution and is recorded at cost. The bank balance is categorized as follows: 
 
 Amounts insured by the FDIC or other agencies $59,056 
 
Idaho State Code allows the Organization to invest idle monies in certain categories. No 
violations of those categories have occurred during the year.

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NOTE 5: DEFINED BENEFIT PENSION PLAN 
 

Plan Description 
 
The Organization contributes to the Base Plan which is a cost-sharing multiple-employer defined 
benefit pension plan administered by Public Employee Retirement System of Idaho (PERSI or 
System) that covers substantially all employees of the State of Idaho, its agencies and various 
participating political subdivisions. The cost to administer the plan is financed through the 
contributions and investment earnings of the plan. PERSI issues a publicly available financial 
report that includes financial statements and the required supplementary information for PERSI. 
That report may be obtained on the PERSI website at www.persi.idaho.gov. 
 
Responsibility for administration of the Base Plan is assigned to the Board comprised of five 
members appointed by the Governor and confirmed by the Idaho Senate. State law requires that 
two members of the Board be active Base Plan members with at least ten years of service and 
three members who are Idaho citizens not members of the Base Plan except by reason of having 
served on the Board. 
 
Pension Benefits 
 
The Base Plan provides retirement, disability, death and survivor benefits of eligible members or 
beneficiaries. Benefits are based on members’ years of service, age, and highest average salary. 
Members become fully vested in their retirement benefits with five years of credited service (5 
months for elected or appointed officials). Members are eligible for retirement benefits upon 
attainment of the ages specified for their employment classification. The annual service 
retirement allowance for each month of credited service is 2.0% (2.3% for police/firefighters) of 
the average monthly salary for the highest consecutive 42 months. Amounts in parenthesis 
represent police/firefighters. 
 
The benefit payments for the Base Plan are calculated using a benefit formula adopted by the 
Idaho Legislature. The Base Plan is required to provide a 1% minimum cost of living increase per 
year provided the Consumer Price Index increases 1% or more. The PERSI Board has the 
authority to provide higher cost of living increases to a maximum of the Consumer Price Index 
movement or 6%, whichever is less; however, any amount above the 1% minimum is subject to 
review by the Idaho Legislature. 

 
Member and Employer Contributions 
 
Member and employer contributions paid to the Base Plan are set by statute and are established 
as a percent of covered compensation and earnings from investments. Contribution rates are 
determined by the PERSI Board within limitations, as defined by state law. The Board may make 
periodic changes to employer and employee contribution rates (expressed as percentages of 
annual covered payroll) if current rates are actuarially determined to be inadequate or in excess 
to accumulate sufficient assets to pay benefits when due. 
 
The contribution rates for employees are set by statute at 60% of the employer rate for general 
employees and 72% for public safety. As of June 30, 2025 it was 7.18% for general employees 
and 10.36% for public safety. The employer contribution rate as a percent of covered payroll is 
set by the Retirement Board and was 11.96% general employees and 13.48% for police and 
firefighters. The Organization’s contributions were $33,919 for the year ended September 30, 
2025.

Pension Liabilities/Assets, Pension Expense (Revenue), and Deferred Outflows of Resources 
and Deferred Inflows of Resources Related to Pensions 

 
At September 30, 2025, the Organization reported a liability for its proportionate share of the net 
pension liability. The net pension liability was measured as of June 30, 2025, and the total 
pension liability used to calculate the net pension liability was determined by an actuarial 
valuation as of that date. The Organization’s proportion of the net pension liability was based on 
the Organization’s share of contributions in the Base Plan pension plan relative to the total 
contributions of all participating PERSI Base Plan employers. At June 30, 2025, the 
Organization’s proportion was 0.00557294 percent. 
 
For the year ended September 30, 2025, the Organization recognized a pension expense of 
$20,246. At September 30, 2025, the Organization reported deferred outflows of resources and 
deferred inflows of resources related to pensions from the following sources:

Actuarial Assumptions 
 
Valuations are based on actuarial assumptions, the benefit formulas, and employee groups. Level 
percentages of payroll normal costs are determined using the Entry Age Normal Cost Method. 
Under the Entry Age Normal Cost Method, the actuarial present value of the projected benefits of 
each individual included in the actuarial valuation is allocated as a level percentage of each 
year’s earnings of the individual between entry age and assumed exit age. The Base Plan 
amortizes any unfunded actuarial accrued liability based on a level percentage of payroll. The 
maximum amortization period for the Base Plan permitted under Section 59-1322, Idaho Code, is 
25 years.

An experience study was performed for the period July 1, 2015, through June 30, 2020, which 
reviewed all economic and demographic assumptions including mortality. The Total Pension 
Liability as of June 30, 2025, is based on the results of an actuarial valuation date July 1, 2025. 
 
The long-term expected rate of return on pension plan investments was determined using the 
building block approach and a forward-looking model in which best estimate ranges of expected 
future real rates of return (expected returns, net of pension plan investment expense and 
inflation) are developed for each major asset class. These ranges are combined to produce the 
long-term expected rate of return by weighing the expected future real rates of return by the 
target asset allocation percentage and by adding expected inflation.

Actuarial Assumptions (Concluded) 
 
Even though history provides a valuable perspective for setting the investment return assumption, 
the System relies primarily on an approach which builds upon the latest capital market 
assumptions. Specifically, the System uses consultants, investment managers and trustees to 
develop capital market assumptions in analyzing the System’s asset allocation. The assumptions 
and the System’s formal policy for asset allocation are shown below. The formal asset allocation 
policy is somewhat more conservative than the current allocation of System’s assets. 
 

 
The best-estimate range for the long-term expected rate of return is determined by adding 
expected inflation to expected long-term real returns and reflecting expected volatility and 
correlation. The capital market assumptions are as of 2025.

Discount Rate 
 
The discount rate used to measure the total pension liability was 6.55%. The projection of cash 
flows used to determine the discount rate assumed that contributions from plan members will be 
made at the current contribution rate. Based on these assumptions, the pension plans’ net 
position was projected to be available to make all projected future benefit payments of current 
plan members. Therefore, the long-term expected rate of return on pension plan investments was 
applied to all periods of projected benefit payments to determine the total pension liability. The 
long-term expected rate of return was determined net of pension plan investment expense but 
without reduction for pension plan administrative expense.

Background:   
In 2018, the KMPO Board approved the decision to support ITD’s performance targets for 
safety rather than adopt separate targets for Kootenai County. KMPO will continue to 
monitor Kootenai County’s progress annually to ensure the MPO area continues to meet the 
state’s safety targets. ITD safety targets for 2026 have not changed from those set in 2025. 
 
Overview: 
KMPO staff has reviewed the crash data for Kootenai County from 2021-2025 using 
Numetric’s AASHTOWare Safety platform, available through ITD. Attachment A includes a 
full year-to-year comparison of crash statistics for the KMPO area.  
 
The 2025 data shows that fatal and serious crash rates in Kootenai County remain below 
ITD’s safety targets. The County continues to see a decrease in the five-year average 
number of fatalities and fatalities per 100 million vehicle miles (VMT), but an increase in 
average number of serious injury crashes and serious injury crashes per 100 million VMT. 
The average number of non-motorized fatalities and serious injuries increased slightly, as 
well, compared to the previous 5-year period. 24% of fatal and serious injury crashes in 
Kootenai County occurred on the state highway system in 2025.

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In 2020, KCATT requested an analysis of fatal crashes in the county to determine if there 
may be any measures agencies could take to prevent future crashes. 12 fatal crashes 
occurred in Kootenai County in 2025. 
 
The most common factors contributing to fatal crashes in 2025 were similar to those 
reported previously for crashes from 2012 to 2024. Those include: Failed to Maintain Lane 
(8); Alcohol Impaired (5); Speed too fast for conditions (3); and Exceeded Posted Speed (3) 
(Note: Up to three contributing factors are identified per crash).  
 
The highest number of “Most Harmful Events” reported in crashes continue to be Overturns (6), 
followed by head-on collisions (3). Collisions with pedestrians and pedalcycles (resulting in 
a fatality) continue to be an issue.  
 
I-90 was the only corridor with more than one fatal crash in 2025. Three fatal crashes 
occurred on roads within the Coeur d’Alene National Forest. A full analysis of fatal crashes 
from 2012-2025 data is included in Attachment A, including a summary of high crash 
corridors. 
 
Most fatal crashes in 2025, again, appear to be the result of driver behavior rather than the 
result of issues with the roadway or intersection. Some locations may be good candidates 
for additional safety countermeasures to prevent future crashes.

Recommendation:  
 
KCATT unanimously approved a recommendation to the Board to adopt the revised urban 
and rural Federal Functional Classification maps.  
 
Background: 
 
The KMPO Board adopted the updated KMPO Federal Functional Classification (FFC) map on 
July 10, 2025. Since that time, KMPO staff has been working with KCATT agencies and ITD to 
complete the change request forms; those were submitted to ITD in November 2025. ITD has 
reviewed the documents that were submitted and provided comments based on feedback that 
the department has received from FHWA.   
 
There were three main concerns regarding the requests and documentation that were 
submitted. These concerns need to be addressed and revisions made prior to resubmitting for 
approval.  
 

• Urban collectors need to be identified as either minor or major collectors, per FHWA’s 
guidance. This includes those facilities requesting changes, as well as previously 
classified facilities. All collectors were previously designated as major collectors by ITD. 

• “Future” classifications are no longer recognized, unless they are currently funded and 
identified in the TIP/STIP. All “future” designations will need to be removed from the 
requests/maps. 

• Additional details are needed to justify change requests for several facilities. In situations 
where newly constructed/proposed development is requiring a change, it is requested 
that the approved plats, etc. be included for justification. 

 
KMPO staff has been working with each KCATT agency to address the concerns and make the 
needed revisions to the FFC maps and request forms. Additional changes to previously 
classified roadways are listed in Attachment A. Revised urban and rural FFC maps are included 
in Attachment B and C.

SUBJECT:  2025-2050 Population Forecasts 
 
Recommendation: 
 
KCATT unanimously approved a recommendation that the KMPO Board adopt the 2025-2050 population 
forecasts.  
 
Note: Since the January KCATT meeting, the small city population projections (2030-2050) have been 
revised to address a clerical error. These revisions have no impact on the County control totals, and 
jurisdiction totals remain within 0.5% of the controls for the forecast years.  
 
Background: 
 
KMPO staff are working on an update of the Metropolitan Transportation Plan (MTP), which will bring 
the planning horizon to 2050. In order to determine future needs, staff have been working on revised 
population and employment forecasts for Kootenai County to be used to update KMPO’s forecast 
models. The base model will be updated to reflect 2025. Several data sources have been reviewed, as 
well as methodologies, to determine 2025 population estimates, as well as appropriate rates of growth 
over the next 25 years.  
 
The 2025 population estimates were determined using the structure data from Kootenai County. Staff 
utilized the 2020 occupied dwelling unit numbers, verified by the 2020 U.S. Census Redistricting data, 
and added the number of new structures completed between 2020 and 2025; occupancy rates were 
determined using the 2020 Census block data. The county control total for dwelling units is 76,304. 
Populations for the county, cities, and unincorporated highway districts were estimated by multiplying 
the number of dwelling units by the 2020 persons per household, making the county population control 
total 194,575. The control totals were disaggregated to determine the city and highway district totals.  
Number of dwelling units and population estimates for the county control total were compared to the 
other available estimates and projections for reasonableness.  
 
For forecasting, staff used U.S. Census population estimate data from the last 30-year period (1995-
2025) to develop a rolling average of annual growth to calculate future growth rates for the county. This 
method allows for future growth to reflect the ups and downs of historic trends, rather than using a 
typical straight-line projection. The 2050 population control total for Kootenai County is projected to be 
339,542. City populations also used a 30-year rolling average to estimate future populations.

Based on the analysis done for the 2020 update, KMPO staff concluded that it is likely that the 
unincorporated area will continue to see growth, though rates will vary depending on location; this is 
also likely due to the change of Areas of Impact for the cities. Staff reviewed the average rates of growth 
from 2010-2025 for the highway districts and determined that it would be reasonable for Post Falls 
Highway District, Lakes Highway District and Worley Highway District to follow growth trends 
experienced over the last 15-year period. East Side Highway District previously saw a negative rate of 
growth from 2010-2020 and an increase to 0.1% by 2025, but the opportunity for additional 
development is possible. Due to similarities between the two districts, Worley’s rate of 0.9% was used 
for ESHD’s forecasts, as well.  
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In order to balance growth between the urban and unincorporated areas, the estimated unincorporated 
highway district population was subtracted from the county control total. The population projections for 
the cities were then adjusted to ensure total population was within 0.5% of the control total. 
Adjustments were primarily made to the cities of Coeur d’Alene, Post Falls, Rathdrum, and Hayden 
based on their proportion of the incorporated area.

Planning Activities: 
 
KMPO staff will be providing a recommendation supported by KCATT to approve modifications to the Federal 
Functional Classification System (FFCS).  This process was used to update roads that will be eligible to receive 
Federal aid funds through the Federal Highway Administration formula grant programs as well as any potential 
Federal competitive grant programs. 
 
KMPO staff has been coordinating with KCATT members on the update to the Metropolitan Transportation 
Plan (MTP).  At the January meeting, KCATT received the current section on transportation policies and have 
been asked to provide comments back to KMPO by the February meeting.  In addition, KCATT has 
recommended adoption of the KMPO Population and Employment Forecasts.  The forecasts have also been 
coordinated with local jurisdictions, highway districts, and the Department of Labor. 
 
The Board will receive a review of the transportation safety performance measures during the meeting on 
February 12th. 
 
Programming Activities: 
 
For Fiscal Year 2026, there have been no amendments to date; however, several major projects are still 
underway and more that are expected to be out to bid for construction during 2026.   
 
Other Activities: 

Rathdrum Prairie Transportation Study and U.S. 95 Interchange Design Review Updates: 

HDR Inc is working in coordination with ITD District 1 and KMPO on Phase D of the Rathdrum Prairie 
Transportation Study, where they are looking at combinations of alternatives, more in-depth performance 
analysis and refined right of way needs. 

I-90/U.S. 95 Interchange Project: 

The TECM Office and David Evans & Associates (DEA) continue to look at design alternatives as well as 
preparing for the environmental re-evaluation on the project, which will include the access options to 
Appleway. 
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KMPO 2025 Financial Audit: 

Magnuson, McHugh and Doughtery completed and delivered the FY 2025 Financial Audit to KMPO.  This 
year’s audit includes the acquisition of the office space and associated depreciation schedule.  The FY 2025 
Audit report is included in the Board packet.  An action to accept the report is requested.
